RECOMMENDATION ON PILOT TRANSFER ARRANGEMENTS

3.7 If a trapdoor is fitted in the lower platform to allow access from and to
the pilot ladder, the aperture should not be less than 750 mm x 750 mm.
The trapdoor should open upwards and be secured either flat on the
embarkation platform or against the rails at the aft end or outboard side of
the platform and should not form part of the hand holds. In this case the
after part of the lower platform should also be fenced as specified in
paragraph 3.5 above, and the pilot ladder should extend above the lower
platform to the height of the handrail and remain in alignment with and

against the ship's side.
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Inappropriate cases, NOT complying with
SOLAS regulations

On accommodation ladder with trapdoor, the pilot ladder had not been
extended from bottom the platform to the height of the handrail along
ship's side.
